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                                                                                        HISTORY

The Yorkshire Terrier had its beginnings as a breed in the Yorkshire, Manchester and Leeds counties in the northern part of England.  The weavers of Scotland brought their families and dogs with them when they left their homeland.  The Industrial Revolution had forced them out of work.  The time was the mid 19th century, 1860’s and 1870’s.  The dogs that accompanied these families were for the most part the sturdy Scottish Terrier.  The Paisley and Clydesdale Terrier’s bloodlines were probably also included in the bloodlines.  These were all working mens dogs, used to keep the vermin under control in the textile mills and coal mines.  What bloodlines were used to establish the Yorkshire Terrier is subject to speculation, due to the fact that the breeders of these dogs did not write down who was bred to whom.  If they liked the spirit and looks of the dogs, they mated them.   
     It is guessed that the Yorkshire county miners crossed the Black and Tan English Terrier, this dog was rough-coated, and the long-coated, blue-gray Waterside Terrier breeds were infused in the Scottish Terriers.  The Maltese and Skye Terrier are also possibilities. 
     In 1865, the foundation sire of the Yorkshire Terrier breed, was born. Huddersfield Ben was owned by M.A. Foster, and he enjoyed a very public life, to popularize the breed in England.  He demonstrated that he, Ben,  was very successful in the rat killing contests (these were quite popular in the 19th century), and he won more than 70 prizes as a show dog as well. 
     In 1872, the Yorkshire Terrier was introduced into the United States, and was recognized by the AKC in 1878.  But it wasn’t until the 1930’s that the Yorkshire Terrier took on its modern look.  It is important to note that the Yorkshire Terrier up until the 1930’s usually weighed approximately 30 pounds, not the much smaller sizes you see today.

    It is not unusual to see a Yorkshire terrier of 12 to 14 lbs even today, occasionally larger, I have heard of them being 23 lbs! The puppies can receive their genetic information from a past ancestor. A common misconception is that all Yorkshire terriers  are extremely small, but it is not always the story.    This is why weights are estimated not guaranteed on puppies, due the ancestory of the breed. Parents are not the only ones who make the look, weight, temperament, coat, and  health of the Yorkshire terrier.  Not all Yorkshire terriers have a proper  silky coat, there is also wooly coat and a cottony coat. Sometimes the coat may be a cross between two coats. Coat colors can range from a very light silver to coal black either with light tan markings or a rich gold. Occasionally a solid chocolate yorkie will be born. Noses can be long or short, ears down or up. Legs short or long. Backs shorter or longer.  Not all Yorkshire terriers are uniform in look, and may mature to look different then the show pictures people see and think their yorkie will mature to look like. AKC sets the weight at 4-7 lbs as a standard size yorkie. Most breeders try to strive for this weight range.

                                                                   POSSIBLE HEALTH CONCERNS

     Average life expectancy 12-15 yrs

     Hypoglycemia a condition where the dog/ puppy’s blood sugar drops and they must have sugar ingestion. Symptoms include being sleepy, hard to  wake up , staggering gait, seizures and is generally brought on by not eating due to stress or sickness. Treatment should be administered immediately with  karosyrup, pancake syrup, honey into the puppies mouth. You should continue giving it until the puppy shows improvementl Having a product called nutrastat paste or gel is also beneficial and I recommend you keep it on hand if you purchase a Yorkshire terrier. Purchased at most pet stores. Most cases of hypoglycemia are outgrown by 4 months. But is  important to know how to recognize the symptoms. It can mean the life of your puppy,  after receiving treatment they should show immediate improvement in just a few minutes. That is why when taking a puppy home you make sure they eat regularly, hand feeding often if needed. 

     Diarrhea When your puppy goes home to you, their stools should be solid (like a tootsie roll) It is not uncommon for a puppies stool to be a little loose at first, due to stress, but if your puppy suffers from  very loose stools, or watery diarrhea after the first 12 hours, you should have them seen my a vet. They can dehydrate quickly, and could have a viral/bacterial gastrointestinal infection that needs medication.

    Itchy ears  If you notice your puppy scratching at their ears alot, they may have some kind of infection. Fold their ears back and look inside. If you notice a dark discharge they may have ear mites and need medication. They may also have a bacterical  ear infection that needs attention.
     Luxating  patella  kneecap moves in and out of place. Mild cases often require no treatment, but more severe cases may need surgery. Thought to possibly be genetic but can be caused by injury. Keeping your yorkie from jumping off of furniture, the bed, can greatly reduce injury risks.

      Legg Perthes  condition causing deformity of the femoral bone at the hip socket. Generally occurring in puppies under 1 yr of age. Prevalent in small breeds, especially yorkies and westies. Almost always requires surgery to correct. Puppy may refuse to apply pressure to affected hip. Caused by injury or genetics. Not completely understood. Keeping your yorkie from jumping off of furniture, the bed, can greatly reduce injury risks.

      Liver shunt mimics liver failure- symptoms may include seizures, poor appetite, anorexia, walking into walks as if blind, excessive salivation, head pressing, very orange urine. Some cases are  more severe then others. Best if corrected by surgery (if possible) but also is sometimes treated by diet and medications. High protein diet aggravates condition and many times brings on symptoms of affected dog. Diagnosed most times by a liver bile test.

      Cataracts cloudy appearance of the colored part of the eye (lens) generally affects older animals. Sometimes it can be corrected by surgery.

       Tracheal collapse genetic condition where trachea is weak, symptoms may be wheezing, honking sound, or severe repeated sniffing type action. Severe cases require surgery, also treated by medication in some instances. This is why a collar should be used only for looks and a harness used for walks. Collars  can cause injury to affected dogs. Caution is your best bet by always using a harness.

        Double set of teeth  commonly occurring in the small yorkies. Baby teeth fail to fall out when adult teeth come in, thus making for two sets of teeth. Many times the baby teeth will fall out by 14 months of age, but it is not uncommon for them to require surgical removal. Removed many times at spay or neuter. If not removed in time can cause serious gum infections, leading to further complications.

         Caution of other animals and small children  Please never leave a very small yorkie unattended in or  near a wooded area. There are many stories of puppies/adults being abducted by an owl or other predators. If they are the size of a rabbit or smaller this should be a real concern to you. Yorkies also think they are much bigger then they are and have been killed by simply growling at a bigger dog. Small children, never meaning to, can also cause serious injury to a Yorkshire terrier and should always be monitored with them. 

          Traffic  yorkies are not known to have good traffic sense. If you don’t have a fenced yard it is in your best interest and that of your yorkies to keep them on a leash. They are small and extremely fast.
                                                                       LIVER SHUNT TESTING
      ** Some litters or puppies will not be tested. Very small puppies will always be tested. It will be stated on our litter page whether a puppy has been tested or not for congential liver shunt**
Why do we liver shunt test some of our puppies before they leave? Yorkshire terriers are 36 times more likely then any other breed to have a congenital liver shunt or acquire one later in life. Most shunts are congenital meaning they are born with them. Liver shunt is a devastating disease, many times a death sentence where the puppies liver does not properly detoxify their blood, poisoning the puppy. In many cases the puppy requires a very expensive surgery ($2,000 or more) to correct the condition and only specialists do these surgeries. Even then it is not a guarantee the puppy will  survive or be healed of the condition. Sometimes a shunt can be more mild and a low protein diet  helps the condition. We as breeders feel it necessary for our own peace of mind and our future owners peace of mind, that we try to prevent  puppies from leaving here with such a condition, causing grief, pain and expense to new owner. Not to mention the grief and pain to the puppy. We feel it is the responsible thing to do. 
                                                                                 TEMPERAMENT

    Spunky  and independent. Most believe they are much bigger then they are, which can get them in trouble. Can prove to be challenging to housebreak and may take additional time to train in relationship to other breeds due to their independent nature. Yorkies do not shed so are a wonderful choice for people with allergies. They do well with apartment living. They do not do well with being left alone for long periods of time. Benefit from having another companion animal. Most are very easy going and social, love children and other animals, especially if socialized with them from an early age. Intolerant physically of rough play due to their size.  Families with small children or larger rowdy dogs may want to consider a more sturdy breed.

DEPOSITS

We  offer refundable deposits to reserve a puppy of $200.00 in check or money order. We only accept the remainder of the balance in cash only at pick up of your puppy. NO EXCEPTIONS. We offer your deposit back for many reasons. If the puppy is not maturing the way you are wanting, they look like they may get bigger then anticipated, or if you simply find a puppy you like better before your puppy is ready. We would even return your deposit at time of pick up if the puppy is not what you thought it to be. Our beleive is we don’t want someone pressured to take a puppy because they have a deposit on them. We want our puppies going to loving homes where they are believed to be special, and the owner feels happy with their puppy. That they feel this IS the puppy for them.  We do have references and would be glad to provide them. There are rare times we would keep a portion of a deposit or all of it. In example, if an owner fails to pick up the puppy when they are ready and keep putting off pick up times, not arriving for the pickup date scheduled at all. We as the breeder also reserve the right to return a deposit if we choose for our own reasons. 

PICK UP DATE AND APPOINTMENT TIMES

The majority of  Future owners are courteous and arrive within a time very close to the scheduled appointment times. We appreciate that and thank you.  When an appointment time is made to pick up your puppy please be as prompt as possible, we are busy and may need to reschedule if you are unable to make the time set up.   If you know you cant make the appointment time/day early in the week .please call then don’t wait the day of the appointment    It has become a chronic problem with a few future owners arriving hours later then the time set up, this many times disrupts plans I have made with my own family or other appt times., and please do not wait until the day of pick up to start preparing for a puppy.   I find this a reflection of how one might care for one of our puppies. I most likely will decide to refund you a partial/zero deposit and find an owner I feel is more responsible.  I understand things do come up, such as getting lost, that is perfectly understandable but making plans to meet at a destination or come  to our home at noon and showing up several hours later is not. I am sure you wouldn’t be very happy if I made you wait several hours at a destination to pick up your puppy, or wasn’t home when you got here. Please extend the same courtesy  to us that we try give to you.

PRICES

Prices can vary on each individual puppy and litter. Most puppies sell between $600.00 to 1,000.00. These are typical prices but we have sold puppies for less, and puppies for more. Prices can be based on registration, bloodlines, gender, and size.

                



 AGE TO GO HOME

All our puppies never go home sooner then 8 weeks, most go home between 10-12 weeks. The longer they stay the better they do for you most times. Keeping them a few extra weeks helps with their socialization and ability to handle stress. 

         





SHIPPING

Yes we do ship our Yorkshire terriers, but not until they are 11-12 weeks of age at the minimum.  If a potential owner wanted to fly and pick up their puppy as carry on, we would meet you at the Indianapolis international airport too, anytime of the year ( the cost is generally the price of your two way plane ticket plus 80.00 to 90.00 to transport the puppy in cabin).  Cost is generally 250.00-300.00 to fly a puppy cargo which includes health certificate and crate. Puppy pack, Registration papers, health guarantee are sent via priority mail. We use either Delta or Continental airlines. We accept paypal  and certified money orders. If puppies are to be shipped we ask for payment in full. We do have shipping references. 
*airlines have restrictions if temperatures exceed specified guide lines, they will not ship a puppy if they are to be shipped alone in cargo. This is to safeguard the puppy.  If temperatures exceed guidelines on the day of departure, it will be necessary to reschedule the shipping date.*
 INFORMATION ON TAKING ONE OF OUR PUPPIES HOME

** If you work I suggest taking a few days off to be with a new puppy to help them adjust to their new             enviroment when taking them home**

When driving to pick up puppy  bring a towel, a carrier, and water only for trips less then 4-6 hours(food also if  longer). It is not unusual for them to get car sick, it is also not unusual for them to tremor with anxiety or stress, and you may need to stop for a potty break for puppy. A syringe of nutracal or similair  mixture is suppled by me for the trip home for caution of stress, and a hypoglycemic attack( for very small puppies). It is only a precaution. If your puppy has ever suffered from any problems before leaving here you will know. I would tell you. I supply it to be safe, not because the puppy has ever had problems unless I have reported to you differently. 

          HOUSING- I suggest you get a crate kennel or XPEN to house your puppy in. Its a safe place for them for sleeping, eating, drinking, it aids in housetraining, and they like the security. When you cant be with your puppy it keeps them from getting into things they shouldn’t. I use a crate that is for medium size dogs, bedding on one end and papers or wee wee pad on the other. I also have their food and water in there. This is an excellent crate method if you work several hours a day. But remember, puppies are puppies, and have immature bladders and bowel. You should not expect them to go several hours without pottying. I certainly could not wait that long ever! If you plan to use the crate for housetraining purposes only, I suggest you get a very small crate, dogs rarely like to soil their bedding. They shouldn’t have food or water in a housetraining crate, but nor should they be left more then 1-2 hours at a time in a small crate. This crate method should only be used if someone is at home all the time. After a month or so after the puppies bladder begins to train, it would be okay to leave them for 6-7 hours at night in a housetraining crate. If you do not use a crate, you should section a safe place off that the puppy knows is theirs, it makes them feel secure. You need to get them used to this area from the start, your puppy will probably whine the first couple nights. If you spoil them to your bed from the start, they will get used to it! Adjusting to stay at night in their crate will take alot longer. (unless you want them to sleep with you of course!) When walking your puppy even at adulthood, I suggest you use a harness not a collar, yorkies can be prone to tracheal problems and constantly pulling at a collar for long walks could cause damage to their throats. This could lead to coughing and breathing problems in the future. Better safe then sorry!

    FEEDING & HOUSEBREAKING - I use Eukanuba dry food for small breeds (puppy formula) and leave this available at all times for puppy(for variety I also use Pro Pac performance puppy and diamond puppy food for small breed puppy). I offer treat food 2-3 times a day (canned) Any kind of quality puppy food will be fine, but I use Mighty dog and pedigree canned and Lil Cesars, about 1-2  tsp at a time.. It is extremely important your puppy eats regularly, if when you get them home it is not uncommon for them to be a little depressed. Keep an eye on him/her if they do not eat HANDFEED them canned food, bits of ham, bits of beef, cheese anything they will eat. I wouldn’t worry about spoiling them the first days, its more important they eat. ( if eating dry well after a few weeks, wean them almost altogether from wet food, except for occasional treats, it causes tooth decay)  Keep fresh water available at all times. After feeding puppy take them out in about ten minutes or put them  on papers or wee pad, how ever you want them trained. The same  with drinking. Housebreaking is what time you put into it. Consistency is very important. You may need to adjust the time to what you notice about your puppies potty habits. Such as taking them out more often, sooner then 10 minutes...etc. Try not to let them potty thru out the house because once they get that habit and that smell in areas, they will usually repeat this habit and its really hard to stop. Owners who take puppies out at least every hour during the day, keep them off carpets, and keep them confined to a small area in a kitchen, bathroom when they are not playing with them, until puppy shows very very few accidents in the house, has much more success then someone who doesn’t.  Generally they are doing very well after 2 weeks, and you may want to extend taking them outside to 2 hours then.

    BATHING & PLAYING- Please do not bath your puppy for a few days after getting them home. Let them get used to their new surroundings then you may bath them. Please allow your puppy to get plenty of rest, they are still babies, this is when the crate comes in handy, this gives them a quiet place to rest and they feel its their "safe haven". If you do choice to use a crate I would use it from the start at night, that way they do not get spoiled and when it comes to sleeping at night they will adjust quickly, and the whining will not last long. Try to keep excitement, alot of company to a minimum for a week or so, yorkies can be nervous dogs and keeping stress to a minimum at first is a good precaution. Its also a good idea to keep taking them to other places to a minmum for  a week or so. They can pick up serious illness from other animals.  There is plenty of time to show off your new puppy.

  Grooming and bathing

Yorkies have hair much like humans, and can require you to bath them up to once a week, or twice a month. If you let their hair grow you will need to groom them at least every other day to keep out the tangles. If you get them a puppy cut, well the grooming is less extensive and you will probably only need to bath them twice a month and groom them less often too. A cut that is very cute is to leave the hair on the head long and the rest short. It is a cut that is very easy to take care of. Toe nails need attention they grow very fast! I use baby shampoo around the face, but human shampoo is to drying for a yorkie coat, so buying a doggie conditioning shampoo and spray on conditioner makes for a glowing coat!  (Try Cowboy Magic leave on condtioner, its actually for horses but it is fantastic for matts, and shine) 

    STUBBORN EARS   If you find your yorkies ears stubborn and not wanting to stand within a couple weeks after taking them home.  Make sure to cut/shave all the hair off at least 2/3 way down from the tip. Both front and back. This takes the weight off.  You can also tape them, after cutting the hair off very short. Just fold the sides of the ear together, and tape (I use packaging tape because its sticky and wide) Use one long piece, while holding the folded ear, fold the piece of tape around it.  tape from the tip to the bottom. Then cut the excess tape off. Repeat with other ear. You can stabilize the ears by placing another piece between the ears like a bar between them, placing a piece in the front of ears, and one on the back so no sticky is exposed. Do not tape the ears to tight, and try to leave a small section open at the bottom so the ear canal can breath. DO not leave on for more then 3 days. Remove see if it worked, if the ears fall, don’t repeat for another 4 or 5 days. It irritates the ears. Most ears come up on their own, but if they are lazy, you don’t cut the hair, or work on them coming up by 6 months of age, most likely they will never stand. 

  HEALTH CONCERNS- Yorkies can be prone to hypoglycemia (low blood sugar) and that is why it is so important to make sure they eat regularly. Symptoms of this is laying around, tremors, staggering gait, drooling, dazed look etc.... they may have all or just one symptom. If they begin to show any of these signs they need SUGAR!  I recommend you buy at product called Nutrical which is sold at any pet food supply store. It is full of vitamins and is sugar based and will help your baby come out of thier attack.........if they dont get sugar they can go into coma and die. If you dont have nutrical on hand you can use table sugar.....wet your finger and dip it in sugar and wipe the sugar on the tongue of the puppy several times. You can use karo syrup, pancake syrup or honey also. You can also put a bit of sugar in their drinking water at all times for a helpful precaution.  After an attack that day do this two or more times more to just keep their sugar up..If they begin having these attacks frequently or sugar does not take them out of it.....SEE A VET IMMEDIATELY.  A test you may want to mention to your vet is a bile acid test if your puppy seems to be sick or hypoglycemic alot. It tests for liver functions.

   Another problem a puppy can develop is diarrhea, due to the stress of leaving home. If your puppy develops diarrhea, especially with blood or mucus in it....get them to a vet immediately. Puppies dehydrate quickly and although I have not had any problems in my kennel with this.....stress can cause diarrhea or a problem to arise and its dangerous for the puppy. 

   Tests that a vet may or should run is giardia, coccidiosis, hge, worm, testing the stool for any problems that may have been dormant. Your puppy will be vaccined and wormed before they leave here. Dont be afraid to ask a vet about these tests if a problem ever arises. It could mean the life of your puppy.

    . Another problem you need to watch is if you see your yorkie straining to go to the bathroom and nothing happens. Check their back end for a "poop plug" With their long hair and especially puppies tend to get matting with feces back there and it needs cleaned off immediately. Soaking and washing works well to soften the stool, but trimming the hair around the anus is very helpful, to keep it from happening all the time.

THE BARE MINIMUM 

Doggie bowls for food and water

Leash and harness

Toys 

Kennel crate or Xpen

Dog carrier for trips

Food dry and canned ( we feed Eukanuba small breed puppy or Diamond small breed puppy most times for dry, and mighty dog or Little cesars for canned.

Piddle pads, if pad training

Nutrastat or nutracal (sold at pet stores) for emergency supplement in case of sickness, or for hypoglycemic attack.

                                                                     VACCINE SCHEDULE

Typical vaccine schedule is 8 weeks, 12 weeks, 16 weeks and yearly there after. Rabies vaccine are generally given at 4 months. Puppies are wormed and have had vaccines according to their age before leaving here. It is advised you request at your vets that typical 4 month vaccine and rabies vaccine are not given together. Due to their size it can make them quite sick if to much medication is given at once. IT IS VERY EXPENSIVE the first year of any puppies life, even without anything going wrong. Please take that into consideration before purchasing a puppy.

                                                                     SPAY AND NEUTER

I recommend spay and neuter be done very early, such as 6 months. Girls can come into heat very early and boys will benefit by never gaining  “the marking of territory and hiking” habit. 

                                                                      BOYS VERSUS GIRLS

Many times you hear people say girls make better pets. In my experience boys and girls make equal companions, sometimes boys are actually more loving. It is when boys are not neutered early, they  develop sexual maturity and bad habits and then are considered to have bad manners and a very independent nature, and harder to house break. 

                                                               AKC AND CKC REGISTRATION

We raise both American Kennel Club and Continental kennel club registered Yorkshire terriers. I have been asked many times what the difference is in registries. 

American Kennel Club- sets the standards for breeds. It is one of the most respected clubs. People interested in show and many breeders prefer this club.  Males are required to have DNA testing if frequently used at stud. They accept few registries for consideration to transfer to AKC registration. They register only purebreds. Please see their website for more information.  http://www.akc.org/
 Continental Kennel Club is a younger club. At this time it is not mandatory to DNA test studs for records. They accept other clubs much more readily then AKC. They will register breedings many times referred to as “designer dogs” such as a maltese  mated to a Yorkshire terrier  into their club, registered as a PUREBRED CROSSBREED .   A Yorkshire to yorkshire mating is registered as a PUREBRED.  Please visit their website for more information. http://www.ckcusa.com/
  *** If you are wanting a Yorkshire terrier as a pet only, registry really isn’t important, it is that your yorkie is purebred. One registry does not necessarily mean a better quality dog. I have heard people say “I heard CKC dogs are not purebreds” and  “ CKC breeders are dishonest and their dogs are CKC because they are suspended from the AKC”

        Although, I’m sure these circumstances do happen, they can happen in both registries. The registry and pedigree of your dog is as honest as the breeder behind them. This hold true with any registry out there, and there are many.  

        Its best before making a purchase from any breeder to do your homework, ask many questions, check references and if in doubt of their integrity, call the AKC and ask to see if are on a suspended list. I have heard instances of people buying AKC puppies, only to find they can not get their papers. Our dogs leave here with owners with papers in hand.  If a CKC breeder is on a AKC suspension list, this may give insight about the breeder.
